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Questions to ask your doctor

When you talk with your doctor or a member of our clinical trials team, consider taking a family
member or friend along for support and to ensure that your questions are answered. That person
can also take notes or tape-record the session so that you can review the information later. Here is
a list of questions that you may want to ask.

1. What are researchers hoping to learn from the study?

2. What do doctors already know about the treatments being studied?

3. How long will the study last?

4. What are my responsibilities?

6. What are the potential risks and benefits?

8. How will being in the study affect my daily life?
